There were no members of the public in attendance.

Cllr Mrs Rountree sent her apologies for absence, work commitments.
There were no declarations of interest in items on the agenda.
Minutes of the last meeting were approved as a true record.  
Matters Arising
There was some discussion regarding the Timber Batts and registering the pub as an Asset of Community Value.  No buyers are yet known to have come forward.
Election of Officers
Cllr Argar vacated the Chair.

Cllr Francesconi proposed and Cllr Phipps seconded Cllr Argar be re-elected as Chairman, Cllr Argar agreed and took the Chair.

Cllr Argar proposed and Cllr Castle seconded Cllr Francesconi to be the Vice-Chairman.

It was unanimously agreed that Keith Griffiths should be appointed as the Internal Auditor for the year end 2015-16.

Cllr Phipps volunteered to join ECP as the Elmsted Parish Council representative.

Cllr Argar volunteered to stand again as the Hall representative.
Declarations of Pecuniary Interest
Declarations of Pecuniary Interest Forms were completed and handed to the Clerk.  Those who had not brought the form with them are to give the form to the Clerk within the next week.

Planning Applications
As there is some concern over whether Planning Applications are looked at when they are received, it was agreed that the Clerk would list the application detail in the email circulated to the Councillors so that the Councillors can immediately see what the application is proposing.
Correspondence
The Clerk had received and circulated correspondence.  A letter had been received from a resident of Hastingleigh suggesting an electronic candle be purchased for the war memorial where the candle could be lit from dusk to midnight on the nights of the anniversary of deaths of each fallen soldier.  The Council questioned insurance and maintenance of such an investment and have concerns that it would fall prey to abuse, vandalism and extreme weather.  The Parish Council were less than enthusiastic to proceed with this idea.

Any Other Business

Road from Little Holt turning to the junction with Glory Lane has been closed off.  Natural England are due to come out in the next 2 weeks and Cllr Francesconi is to call NFU regarding the harvest and the impact of the road closure.
Cllr Argar reported that he thought he had found a potential Councillor to fill the vacancy.
It is believed that a land owner is looking to submit a plan to convert the barn and yard in Bodsham to a house.
