The Telephone Kiosk – The Clerk has completed the online form to keep the Kiosk and Cllr Thrupp has signed the contract.

Correspondence – The Clerk had received a copy of a notice showing that KCC had managed to close 5 of the byways in Crundale to traffic from October to April.  It was agreed that Cllr Browning would investigate the possibility of getting the byway from Hastingleigh Church to Whatsole Street closed next year in order to preserve the byway for the future, so much damage is done by people driving on the green lanes.

There were 2 cheques signed, one for the Village Hall for £100 and one for the Audit Commission for £58.75.
